You can help protect your communityôs waterways by installing a 

rain garden on your property.  Rain Gardens are designed to 

capture storm water runoff from impervious surfaces such as roof 

tops, driveways, sidewalks, streets, or parking lots.  The storm 

water is directed into a shallow excavated garden by way of 

gutters or small channels.  Native plants in the garden help absorb 

excess nutrients and filter sediment.  The average rain garden can 

treat 25,000 gallons of water a year!
